THE GARDEN CLUB 
      Ted Stevens, well-known rose expert,  
and Brian West, landscaper, will speak at our  
March 17 meeting.

Ted will answer all your questions about what roses  
thrive in our hot, muggy Florida summers and how to  
care for them year-round.

     Though we may still have some frosty nights, it  
is usually safe to prune back plants that produce flowers  
on the current season’s growth such as crape myrtle,  
oleander, plumbago, poinsettia, or thryallis to name a few.  
Prune while still dormant in late winter or early spring.  
Check the Polk County Extension web site – 
polkhort.ifas.ufl.edu for more details! 
     Mid-month is frost date for our area, but most residents 
are willing to take a chance on new plantings now.  Garden 
centers are full of plants in full bloom.  You also have the 
option of growing from seed – the sooner the better, as seed 
can take some time to produce a flowering plant.  Perennial 
plants are also available by mail order.  Those catalogs can 
be hard to resist, but remember the plants you purchase will 
be small and may take several months or even years to pro-
duce a flower.  The pictures are pretty and you may be 
tempted to try plants not suited to our climate.  Experiment 
if you wish, but remember best results will be with plants 
listed for our hardiness and heat zones.

You may 
 operate a cart on Par 3 fairways, #8 and 13 only,  
90 degrees to own golf ball. DRIVING DIRECTLY 
DOWN #8 AND 13 FAIRWAYS IS PROHIBITED.
Drive and park no closer than 10 yards from base of the slope of 
the greens, except you may not drive behind greens on #9, 10, 13 
and 18.  Golfers with handicap flags must remain on the cart 
paths around the tees.  When golf course restrictions call for Cart 
Path Only, such restriction applies to ALL golfers including those 
with handicap flags.  If a handicap flag golfer must cancel be-
cause of this cart restriction, he/she will not be charged for a play.
